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WHAT USDI INSPECTION MEANS
TO YOU
by Roland McCarthy, USDI| Inspector

In July of 1960 upon request of the Com-
pany, the United States Department of
the Interior, Bureau of Fish & Wildlife
Service began inspection services at
Coldwater Seafood plant in Nanticoke.
Prior to this time the only inspection of
the products produced here was performed
by the Federal Food & Drug and State and
County officials on routine inspection
and also by the Quality Control of the
Company.

The primary purpose of the USDI Inspec-
tion program is to assist the fishing in-
dustry to upgrade the over-all quality of
seafood products and to assure the buyer
of the quality of the product.

To accomplish this purpose three types
of Inspection have been set up by the
Department of the Interior--Continuous
Inspection, Lot Inspection, and Cross-
Utilization.

The type of inspection performed at Cold-
water is the continuous inspection, where-
as, the Inspector is on duty and in the
plant during all phases of production. A
few of the duties of the Inspector at Cold-
water is to check the plant personnel and
equipment used in processing for sanita-
tion. The Inspector will also check the
raw material, in this case, frozen fish
blocks, for quality and wholesomeness
and sanitation. The Inspector will check
the product from the raw material through
the processing stages and while in stor-
age. He will draw samples during pro-
cessing to be sure the product meets the
U. S. Standards for Grades of the product
being produced.

A company under Continuous Inspection
has the privilege to place on their product
the USDI Continuous Inspection shield
or a U. S. GRADE A Inspection Shield.
In either case the product has to meet
with the requirements set forth by the U,
S. Standards or Specifications approved
by the Department in cases where no U.
S. Standards are available before the pro-
duct can bear the U. S. shield. The pro-
duct has to contain good quality and
be wholesome. Sanitation of the plant
and handling procedures must be met at
all times.

So, when you or I go to the supermarket
to do our shopping we look for the pro-
ducts that have been inspected by a Fed-
eral Agency. Why? Because we know from
experience that we can buy with assur-
ance the product that bears a Federal
shield. We may never have heard of the
Company or know where the city or town
is located, but by the presence of the In-
spection Shield we know that this Com-
pany has gone to the expense to see to
it that the product it is offering to sell
you is the best that it has to offer and
that it has met with all of the require-
ments set forth by the U. S. Department
of the Interior.
